Routing the BUS Cable

• At the center console, clean the vehicle frame
with isopropyl alcohol where the cushion tape
will attach.

• Using scissors, cut one cushion tape in half,
and attach one half of the cushion tape to the
edge of the vehicle fame.

• Wrap the BUS cable with two EPT sealers
starting at end of the tube. Plug the BUS cable
14-pin connector into the vehicle 14-pin
connector.

• Route the BUS cable along the vehicle
harness, then secure it to the vehicle harness
with two wire ties.
