Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures

should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the frequencies for the
preset buttons.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Remove the driver’s dashboard lower cover, turn
the knobs clockwise, then pull the lower cover out
toward you to release the six retaining tabs.

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4. Lower the steering wheel using the tilt lever.

Once these retaining tabs are
released, the retaining tabs on the opposite side
will release.
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6. Attach pieces of masking tape to the audio panel
in the areas shown. Pull the tape to release the
audio panel (five clips). Take care not to damage
the clips.

Using isopropyl alcohol, clean the area where the
cushion tape will attach. Secure the LED harness
to the back of the upper column cover with one
cushion tape.
