1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the audio 
unit or the audio-navigation unit.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Remove the driver’s dashboard undercover (turn the 
knob, two clips, and two pins).

NOTE: If the vehicle is equipped with an auto day/night 
mirror, remove the dummy connector from the auto day/
night mirror harness, and plug the fog light harness into 
the auto day/night mirror harness.

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29. While wearing eye protection, drill the front bumper:

• From the painted side of the bumper, drill each 
pierced mark using a 3 mm drill bit. Make sure 
you drill perpendicular to the bumper surface.

• Again, from the painted side of the bumper, 
enlarge each 3 mm hole to 20 mm using a          
20 mm hole saw. Make sure you drill 
perpendicular to the bumper surface.
