Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures should
not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the radio station presets .

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Remove the left and right lens from the roof
console (four retaining tabs).
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4. Remove the roof console (two bolts, two self-
tapping screws and unplug two connectors).

Remove the sunvisor holders. Using a flat-tip
screwdriver, push the hook, and turn the holder
90°, then pull it out.

Check that all wire harnesses and cables are
routed properly and that all connectors are
plugged in.

Reinstall all removed parts. Check that all clips
and fasteners are installed securely.

Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets,

Reset the clock.

Check the operation of the automatic day/night
mirror according to the Information Manual
supplied.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the

driver's AUTO function is disabled.

Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s window
